Getting started with PX-Map 2.1 

Download the latest version documents and tools from www.ssb.no/pxmap2 and follow the instructions below. More information and help will be available in the document PX-Map2 User Manual soon to be published on our web-site.
System requirements: 

-PC with MS Windows operating-system, 

-minimum 50 mb free space on hard disk and 512 kb ram installed.

-Web-browser (e.g. Microsoft IE, Firefox, etc)

-Microsoft .NET Framework Version 2.0 (embedded in Windows XP)

-SVG support in browser (e.g. Firefox) or SVG plug-in (Adobe SVG Reader for IE)
Getting started:

1. Install SVG plug-in if your browser doesn’t support SVG
2. Install Microsoft .NET Framework Version 2.0 if not embedded in your Windows.
3. Extract the PX-Map2 zip-file you downloaded to a local folder.
4. Activate the PxMap2.exe-file. You’ll enter a dialog-form where you can select data files, either in .px format or semicolon separated files. Example-files for testing purposes are included under the pxdata folder.
Your own data:

You can use PC-Axis (available from Statistics Sweden) to make your own px data files, or put together your own data in .px format or in semicolon separated files. Just remember that the data-files have to refer to a map. Use the files included in under the pxdata folder as examples, and see the PX-Map2 User Manuel for more information and help.
Your own Map: 
PX-Map2 requires maps in the SVG format. Esri shape-files can be converted to SVG by extracting the ShapeToSVG20061215.zip file, and following the instructions in the document From ESRI shape format to PX-Map 2 SVG.doc available at our web-site. 

Excel macro:

An excel macro is provided with the system for starting PX-Map from within Microsoft Excel. To install the macro double-click the file Install PX-Map Excel.xlb in the macro folder on your PX-Map2 installation. For more information see the document Excel macro for PX-Map2 available under the same folder. An example file is also provided in the macro folder for testing purpose.
Help: You'll find a limited Help-text for the Application in the Help-menu. For more help download the document PX-Map2 User Manual.doc from the PX-Map homepages.
