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Preface

The purpose of this NOS publication is to give an overall presentation of the
1999 Agricultural Census at county level and by various structural
classifications. Where possible, figures comparable to previous censuses are
included in order to show the development over time. Municipal level results
have been previously presented in separate publications for each county.

This publication contains statistics on the number of holdings, area use, farm
animals, drainage, reclamation, farm buildings, machines, equipment, labour
input on or off the holding, etc.

The variables involved are numerous, so this publication does not present
statistics for every need. The data is stored at individual level (holdings). More
detailed and custom-made statistics can be produced by order.

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1. About the 1999
Agricultural Census

1.1. Background and purpose

The purpose of the 1999 Agricultural Census was to
obtain information about the resource and production
bases, and provide data on operational, environmental
and economic conditions within the agricultural indus-

try.

The 1999 Agricultural Census comprises agricultural
holdings including horticulture and livestock farming.
Previously, separate, complete agricultural censuses
were held in 1907, 1918, 1929, 1939, 1949, 1959 and
1969. In 1979 and 1989 full censuses of farms were
held. These censuses included all farms, both those
being operated as independent agricultural holdings
and properties with all agricultural area either rented
out as additional land to others or unused. Further-
more, the censuses of 1979 and 1989 also included
pure forest properties. Separate, complete forestry
censuses were held in 1920-27, 1957 and 1967. More-
over there were separate, complete horticulture cen-
suses in 1974 and 1985.

The results from the full censuses have been important
because they form the basis for planning, clarification
and decision-making for public authorities and agricul-
tural administration at central and local levels. Other
users are researchers and the organisations within the
industry.

1.2. About production of the statistics

Legal authority

The data is collected pursuant to § 2-2 (1) in the Act
concerning official statistics and Statistics Norway of
16 June 1989 No 54.

According to the EEA treaty, Norway is obliged to carry
out the same structural surveys in agriculture as mem-
ber countries in the EU. The relevant legal procedure
here is the Council Regulation (EEC)No 571/88 of 29
February 1988, on the organisation of Community
surveys on the structure of agricultural holdings be-
tween 1988 and 1997, with later amendments.

Scope
The 1999 Agricultural Census included all those who
fulfilled one or more of the following conditions:

1. Cultivated at least 5 decares of agricultural area

2. " " 300 m? of greenhouse area

3. " " 2,0 decares of field-grown
vegetables

4. " " 1,0 decare of fruit trees

5. Cultivated at least 1,0 decare of field-grown
berries (strawberries, rasp-
berries, blackcurrants or other
berries)

6. ! " 1,0 decare of nurseries

7. Had at least 10 cattle including calves

8. v 25 sheep above 1 year

9. v 10 goats above 1 year

10. " " 5 breeding pigs and/or 200
other pigs

1. " 1 000 laying hens and/or
chickens reared for laying hens

2. " 5 000 chickens for slaughter

Register basis

The Farm Register’ was used as the register of ad-
dresses when the questionnaires were issued to census
respondents. Norwegian Grain® owned the Farm Regis-
ter and the Norwegian Institute of Land Inventory® was
responsible for its operation. As from 2000, the Nor-
wegian Agricultural Authority* operates and is respon-
sible for the register. The register comprises all farming
properties, agricultural holdings and persons associ-
ated with these units as owners and/or holders. If the
holding applied for production subsidies for farming in
1998, delivered grain to Norwegian Grain, delivered
meat to a slaughterhouse or such, it was coded into the
Farm Register as active. The main questionnaire was
issued to all holdings coded as active by May 1999.

Data sources

Applications for agricultural production subsidies by 31
July 1999 were used as a source of information on the
use of agricultural area and the number of livestock.
This is also the reason why the census date in 1999
was different from previous censuses. Norwegian Grain
administrated the system of agricultural production
subsidies.

For holders being natural persons and their spou-
ses/cohabitants, data from the tax return account and
tax assessment register was combined. This information
came from the Directorate of Taxes. Further, informa-
tion on highest form of education completed was re-
trieved from Statistics Norway’s own education regis-
ter.

In addition to the administrative data sources men-
tioned above, the census was based upon information
gathered from questionnaires.

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Collection of data

Three different questionnaires were prepared for the
census. The main questionnaire and the supplementary
questionnaire were sent directly to respondents in the
middle of July while the greenhouse and horticulture
questionnaires were distributed via the municipal agri-
cultural authority. Census date was 31 July 1999.

With its local knowledge, the municipal agricultural
authority played an important role in the collection of
data. The administration gathered in completed ques-
tionnaires and made a rough check of these before they
were sent on to Statistics Norway. This was invaluable
work that contributed much to the conduction of the
census.

The main questionnaire

All holdings (see Scope) obliged to respond were to fill
in the main questionnaire. This questionnaire con-
tained questions about ownership, owned and rented
area, number of parcels and fields, drainage and rec-
lamation, farm buildings, machinery and equipment,
labour input, supplementary industries, etc. The main
questionnaire was tested in a pilot survey in the au-
tumn of 1998.

Supplementary questionnaire for holdings
that did not apply for production subsidies
Holders who did not apply for production subsidies by
31 July 1999 but were still obliged to respond to the
census (see Scope), had to fill in a supplementary
questionnaire with questions about the use of agricul-
tural area and the number of farm animals.

Greenhouse and horticulture questionnaire
The greenhouse and horticulture questionnaire was to
be completed by all those who fulfilled one or more of
the area requirements for cultivation of field vegeta-
bles, fruit or berries as well as running of greenhouses
or nurseries (see Scope, requirements 2-6).

Control and editing

At Statistics Norway the questionnaires underwent a
thorough process of control and editing mainly consist-
ing of the following steps:

e Firstly, every questionnaire was checked
manually. If they were found to be lacking in-
formation or containing errors, the municipal
agricultural authority was contacted by tele-
phone or letter for supplementary information.

e Thereafter questionnaires were read optically
and controlled by computer.

e Finally the results were checked at municipal
level and compared with figures from the 1989
census, with the assistance of the municipal
agricultural authority.

The administrative organ primarily responsible for the
system verified the administrative sources that were
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used in the census. For example, the municipal agricul-
tural authority and the division for agriculture at the
county governors® regularly check the applications for
production subsidies. Every year, 5 per cent of the
applicants are selected for field control i.e., a person
visits the holding to ensure that information given in
the application form is correct.

1.3. Terms and variables

Holding

Business activity with agricultural production including
livestock and horticulture. The holding comprises eve-
rything being operated under a single management,
including rented agricultural area, irrespective of mu-
nicipal boundaries.

The main holding
The part of the holding where the holder lives or whe-
re the most important farm building(s) are located.

Holder

Holder is the person considered as having the main
responsibility for operating the holding, usually the
person who applies for agricultural production subsi-
dies.

Owner
The person(s) who hold(s) the registered deed to the
main holding.

Tenant
The person(s) renting/leasing the main holding.

Family members
Relatives in direct ascending or descending lineage and
siblings of the holder or spouse/cohabitant.

Agricultural area in use, fully cultivated land,
surface-cultivated land and infield pasture-
land

Agricultural area in use comprises all owned and ren-
ted agricultural area in use at the holding, including
fields that lie fallow for a year.

Area cultivated for arable crops is area that is cultivated
at normal plough depth and can be renewed by
ploughing.

Surface-cultivated land is areathat is mostly cleared
and superficially levelled to enable harvesting by ma-
chine.

Infield pasturelands are areas used for pasture or har-
vested by other means than machines. Different types
of grass should cover at least 50 per cent of the area.
The area should be bounded by fences unless it has
natural boundaries such as rivers, lakes, mountains,
etc.

> Fylkesmannens landbruksavdeling
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Land rent

Refers to the leasing (tenancy) or renting of additional
land.

Parcels of land and fields

Parcel in this context refers to agricultural area that is
completely surrounded by land areas belonging to
other properties. A parcel is composed of one or more
fields.

Field is continuous agricultural area bounded by roads,
streams, forests, etc.

Supplementary industry

Business activity using area, buildings and/or machin-
ery belonging to the holding. Furthermore, the busi-
ness activity should yield income and/or employment
for the holder, spouse/cohabitant and/or their family
members.

Various terms related to tax return and tax
assessment

Gross income is the sum of wages, pensions, entrepre-
neurial income and return on capital.

Wages comprises salary, fees, payment in kind, taxable
sickness benefit and daily cash allowance during un-
employment.

Pensions comprises National Insurance Scheme benefits
and service pensions.

Entrepreneurial Income is local and non-local income
from industry (primary industry and other industries).
Return on capital comprises among others, interest
income and dividends received.

Total tax allowances includes among others, basic tax
allowance, travel expenses, losses in industry and in-
terest on debt.

General income is gross income minus total tax allow-
ances.

Net property is the sum of real capital and financial
capital minus debt.

Real capital is the sum of all real property, fixed assets,
forests etc., moveable operating property and other
property other than real property.

Financial capital is the sum of bank deposits, parts in
unit trust funds, securities registered in the Norwegian
Central Securities Depository, other securities, receiv-
ables and other assets.

The sum of assessed tax comprises all property tax and
income tax payable to the municipality, county and
state as well as contribution to the National Insurance
Scheme.

Personal income includes gross wages and pensions,
certain national insurance payments, (sickness benefit,
carer’s benefit in connection with adoption, daily cash
allowances during unemployment). It also covers other
remuneration for work outside own industry, remu-
neration for participatory work in partnership compa-
nies and calculated personal income by the partitive
model based on active input in industry or for a com-
pany. Personal income is the basis for calculating na-
tional insurance contributions and surtax.

Pensionable income is the part of personal income (see
above) that is used to calculate contributions at me-
dium or high rates to the National Insurance Scheme.
It is also the basis for calculating pension points.

Various terms related to the greenhouse and
horticulture questionnaire

Investment in greenhouses and other buildings means
expenditures to permanent improvements that are
capitalised. The investment should be given including
investment tax but excluding value-added tax. Mainte-
nance should not be included. Deduction should not be
made for any subsidies received in connection with the
building. The value of own work was excluded.
Greenhouse is a room one can enter into without hav-
ing to remove the glass or plastic covering. Rooms with
lower ceiling heights were considered as hotbeds and
were not to be included. Greenhouses in good condi-
tion were included even if they were not in use at the
time of census.

Annual square meters of different crops in greenhouses:
If one crop growing on the same area produced several
yields, that area was only to be counted once. If differ-
ent crops growing on the same area of land produced
crop yields, the total area was to be distributed among
the crops according to how long time (days or months)
the various crops were cultivated.

Flower production for "further cultivation" and "finished
products": For "further cultivation" only plants sold for
further cultivation in other market gardens were to be
given. As "finished products" were to be given all plants
that were ready for sale, both those purchased as seed-
lings from other market gardens and those cultivated
in own production.

1.4. Classifications

Most of the tables are classified by county. Oslo has
been combined with Akershus. Other variables often
used to classify the data are:

Agricultural areain use at the holding

Area of grain and oil-seeds at the holding

Gender of the holder

Holder'sage. Ageon 31 July 1999

Tota labour input in hoursin agriculture and horti-
culture at the holding

In the chapter on horticulture, several variables related
to horticulture are used.

1.5. Sources of error and uncertainty

The questionnaires were sent directly to respondents.
This is the first time a full census has been carried out
with hardly any enumerators (interviewers). Conduct-
ing a census without enumerators makes great de-
mands on the formulation of questions. Furthermore,
the detail level had to be slightly lowered in relation to
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previous censuses. Nonetheless, the census experiences
were good and the response rate prior to the first re-
minder was as much as 96 per cent.

The complete censuses are total surveys, meaning they
include all those belonging to the group defined as
holdings. Sources of error related to a sample, such as
bias and sampling error are thereby avoided. Sources
of error in a total census may be due to inadequate
register basis (frame error), non-response and meas-
urement errors. Measurement errors occur for e.g.
when the respondents do not know the exact answer to
the question being asked or they may give a wrong
answer because they misunderstand the question.
Other measurement errors are errors that occur during
the process of control and editing and when the ques-
tionnaires are electronically read.

During work with the census there was no indication
that a considerable number of holdings were left out
and there were no systematic measurement errors in
the data either.

751 respondents or 1.1 per cent of those obliged to
respond did not return the questionnaires for various
reasons. Information for these holdings was manually
prepared and is based on other data sources (produc-
tion subsidies forms, previous censuses) and average
values for the municipality or county where the hold-
ing is located.

Respondents had some difficulties answering certain
questions. These were primarily questions about par-
cels, fields, labour input and "other area". It is difficult
to give labour input for a 12-month period and the
definition of parcels and fields may have led to misun-
derstandings. Reliable information about size of "un-
productive" areas was lacking for several respondents.
The information provided in this regard was therefore
very rough. Moreover there was a tendency to exclude
the farmyard area, roads, etc. The question about two-
wheeled tractors also caused some misunderstandings.
In relation to these questions, a substantial amount of
work was done to control and gather additional infor-
mation via the municipal agricultural authorities.

1.6. Use of the tables

Comparison of results with previous censuses
The 1999 figures have been compared with results
from previous censuses as far as possible. Changes in
the formulation of questions, among other things, so-
metimes make comparisons difficult. For e.g. this
applies to farm buildings.

Censuses up to 1979 included all cultivation of useful
plants and all livestock, irrespective of holding size. In
previous census publications, many tables were none-
theless limited to comprise holdings operating at least
5 decares of agricultural land. Almost all agricultural
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business took place at these holdings whereas holdings
operating less than 5 decares generally represented
hobby-type production for own household consump-
tion.

From 1989 to 1999 the number of joint operations
with cow/goat milk production increased significantly.
These holdings were registered without agricultural
area in use. Instead, area used for the production of
feed and pasturing was registered at holdings of those
involved in joint operations. If the 1999 Census had
included only holdings operating at least 5 decares of
agricultural area, a substantial part of cattle rearing
would have been excluded as well as some horticulture
holdings. Most of the tables from the 1999 Census
therefore include some holdings operating less than 5
decares of agricultural area.

With the exception of the chapter on horticulture, fig-
ures from previous censuses comprise holdings operat-
ing at least 5 decares of agricultural area. It was con-
cluded that a change in the delimitation would be dis-
advantageous with regard to figures already used and
established among users of the statistics. The adjust-
ments would probably have been small.

In comparing results from the 1999 Agricultural Cen-
sus with previous censuses, one should be aware of the
changes in the basis of data. In 1999, information
about the use of agricultural area and the number of
animals was mostly gathered from applications for
production subsidies whereas this information earlier
has been given in census questionnaires. Previously the
census date did not coincide with the registration date
of application for subsidies.

To some extent, rules and regulations for the granting
of subsidies may cause applicants to adapt farm opera-
tions. During the 1990’s there was an increase in area
subsidy and subsidy per animal. The requirement of
manure spreading area was also introduced. A further
requirement is that cattle are to have access to pasture
or outdoor area. Subsequently, in most cases it is the-
refore more profitable to have much area in use and to
have many animals at the time of registration.

Holdings

In previous censuses, a holding was limited to agricul-
tural production taking place within one municipality.
As from 1999 this delimitation by municipality no
longer exists. The previous delimitation created some
artificial holdings, e.g., additional rented land in a
neighbouring municipality was registered as a separate
holding. This also applied to joint pastures or moun-
tain dairy farms located in a municipality that was
different from that of the main holding.
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Agricultural area and crops
Two conditions refer to the definition of agricultural
area:

e In the 1990’s it was possible to receive subsi-
dies for unfertilised fenced-in pasture, so-
called infield pasturelands. Previously such ar-
eas had to be fertilised and were thus referred
to as fertilised pasture. In previous censuses
(primarily the 1989 Census), fertilised pasture
was given together with natural meadows and
surface-cultivated meadows. The introduction
of infield pasturelands has led to the definition
of some new areas as agricultural area. From
1989 to 1999 the area of surface-cultivated
meadows and infield pasturelands increased
with a total of 418 000 decares. The most im-
portant reason for the relatively great increase
in area is not the inclusion of unfertilised pas-
turelands. Rather, increased area subsidies, the
requirement of spreading area, etc. have made
it more profitable for holders to use much area
and include all area in applications, for exam-
ple.

e In previous censuses, lawns and ornamental
gardens were included in agricultural area.
For e.g., in the 1989 Agricultural Census,
lawns and ornamental gardens constituted
46 000 decares. In the 1999 Agricultural Cen-
sus, agricultural area does not include lawns
and ornamental gardens at the holdings.

Further, it should be noted that in 1999, with the ex-
ception of crops in the greenhouse and horticulture
questionnaire, area is given in decares without deci-
mals. In previous censuses, area was given in decares
with one decimal. Thus areas less than 1 decare are
scarcely included in 1999. This is largely reflected in
figures related to potatoes, field-grown vegetables,
fruit and berries.

In order to avoid problems of comparison with results
published from previous censuses, figures from these
censuses are not rounded off but are grouped by whole
numbers. For example, holdings operating 49,9 de-
cares in 1989 belong to the group 5-49 decares and not
the group 50-99 decares.

Livestock

The livestock figures are as on 31 July 1999, with the
exception of sheep for which the census date was 1
June or the day they were released for grazing. In pre-
vious censuses, census day has been 20 June or 1 June.
Postponing the date by 1-2 months hardly affects live-
stock figures. Adjusting the number of animals in rela-
tion to the registration date of application for subsidy
is probably of more significance.

Other factors

There was enough space in the main questionnaire to
give detailed responses for up to 5 farm buildings and
5 four-wheeled tractors. Those who had more build-
ings or tractors could not specify them all. Conse-
quently not all buildings and tractors could be specified
by different variables in the tables.

Figures for tractors, harvesters, machines and equip-
ment were given with one decimal in the question-
naires. Usual rules for rounding off figures have been
used in the tables. As a result, the total county figures
or other classifications may not always agree with the
total figures for the country.

In the series Official Statistics of Norway a booklet with
municipal figures has been previously published for
every county. Akershus and Oslo are combined. The
booklets are solely in Norwegian language. Further-
more, this overall publication has also been issued in
Norwegian language.

A documentation of the census will be published in the
Notes series, and will also be available in English.

Special orders/commissioned output

Since the census data is comprehensive, it is impossible
to present statistics for every need in one publication.
The data are stored at individual level (holding), mak-
ing it possible to produce "customised" statistics. By
contacting Statistics Norway, results of one’s own
groupings can be produced. However, confidentiality
rules regulate how much detailed statistics to be pub-
lished. For supplementary information please contact
the Division for Primary Industry Statistics at Statistics
Norway.
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2. Ownership and area
resources

2.1. Holdings and holders

In the 1999 Agricultural Census there was a total of
70 740 holdings obliged to respond to the census. This
is less than half the figure of 1969 and 29 per cent
lower than in 1989. 70 011 of the holdings had at least
5 decares of agricultural area in use. Of the 729 hold-
ings operating less than 5 decares, 398 holdings had
livestock and were not operating agricultural area. Of
these, 379 joint operations had cow or goat dairy pro-
duction. The 331 holdings operating 1-4 decares of
agricultural area were mainly horticulture holdings.

69 959 holdings were run by holders being natural
persons, whereas 781 holdings were run by legal per-
sons, e.g. joint operations, limited companies and insti-
tutions. Natural person as holder, comprised individu-
als, married couples and cohabitants if the holding was
not registered as a general partnership or such. At
holdings with married couples/cohabitants, the holder
was the person mainly responsible for the holding,
usually the one who applied for the agricultural pro-
duction subsidies. There were 60 914 male holders and
9 045 female holders. The proportion of female holders
increased from 6.4 per cent in 1969, to 9.5 per cent in
1989 to 12.9 per cent in 1999. Previously, a great part
of the female holders were widows. For example, only
15 per cent of the female holders were married in
1969. In 1999 the proportion of female holders that
were married was 80 per cent, the same as for male
holders.

From 1989 to 1999 the average age of holders de-
creased from 49.3 to 48.0 years. During the same pe-
riod the percentage of holders in the age group above
60 years decreased by 8 per cent points to 18 per cent,
while the proportion of holders aged 50-59 years in-
creased by 6 per cent points, to 28 per cent.

2.2, Ownership

In 1999, 64 139 holdings (main holding) were owned
by natural persons, i.e., holder and/or spou-
se/cohabitant. Of these, 53 824 or 84 per cent had
been taken over by persons with allodial rights to the
main holding. Takeover by allodial rights is more
common at large holdings than at small holdings. For
example, the percentage for holdings operating 5-49
decares of agricultural area (including rented land) is
79, versus 88 for holdings operating at least 500 de-
cares of agricultural area.

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Among those persons acquired by allodial rights, three
out of four had best entitlement to the allodium, whe-
reas one out of four had allodial rights, though not
best. The proportion of main holdings being acquired
by women has increased. For example, at main hold-
ings where year of takeover was before 1970, 9 per
cent was by women. The corresponding figure after
1990 was 19 per cent of female acquirers.

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Holders who were obliged to report to the census were
to state the area of all agricultural properties they ow-
ned, both in the municipality where the holding was
located and in other municipalities, provided that the
properties were part of the holding. In 1999 total area
owned by holders and/or spouses/cohabitants, was
63.6 million decares: 7.5 million decares constituted
agricultural area, forest area was 28.7 million decares,
and other area, 27.4 million decares. In 1989, the Ag-
ricultural Census included all agricultural properties
irrespective of whether they were being operated as
independent holdings or not. The registered total area
in 1989 was 205.7 million decares broken-down into
10.8 million decares of agricultural area, 70.4 million.
decares of productive forest area and 124.5 million
decares of other area. The majority of agricultural area
in agricultural properties that were not a part of inde-
pendent holdings in 1999 was found as rented agricul-
tural area (additional land) in other holdings included
in the census whereas some areas were unused and not
registered.

Otherwise the figures indicate that about 40 per cent of
productive forest area belongs to owners who are also
involved in farming.

2.3. Rental of agricultural land

There is an increasing percentage of holdings renting
agricultural area. In 1979 this proportion was 31 per
cent and as much as 55 per cent in 1999. The propor-
tion of holders leasing or renting the whole holding
has been stable at 6 to 8 per cent for the past 40 years.

In 1999, 3.2 million decares or 31 per cent of agricul-
tural area in use was rented land. In 1979 and 1989
this proportion was 20 and 23 per cent respectively.
There are great regional variations. In 1999 the pro-
portion of rented land among counties varied from 22
per cent in Nord-Trgndelag and 23 per cent in Ro-
galand to 46 and 48 per cent in Vest-Agder and Aust-
Agder respectively.

2.4. Parcels, fields and driving distance

In the 1999 census it was desirable to acquire informa-
tion on the structure of parcels and fields the holdings
constituted. Parcel refers to an agricultural area that is
completely surrounded by area belonging to other
properties. Field refers to a continuous agricultural
area bordered by roads, streams, forests and such. A
holding with many parcels and fields is often more
arduous than a holding with few parcels and fields.
Generally, renting of additional land increases the
number of parcels and fields at the holdings. Use of
mountain pastures, for example, illustrates how a hold-
ing may comprise several parcels and fields without
renting land.

Figure 2.3. Rented agricultural land as per cent of agricultural
land in use, by county. 1999
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In 1999, average agricultural area per parcel was 47
decares, while average agricultural area per field was
23 decares. 22 300 holdings or barely a third of the
holdings comprised one parcel.

In 1999, there were 34 400 holdings, about half of the
holdings, where the driving distance to the field (in-
cluding rented area), located furthest from the farm-
yard of the main farm, was less than 1.0 km. About a
quarter of the holdings had between 1.0 and 2.9 km
driving distance, 17 per cent had between 3.0 and 9.9
km and barely 10 per cent had at least 10 km driving
distance. Not unexpectedly, land rental is more wide-
spread among holdings with long driving distance,
however long driving distance may also be due to other
factors. Oppland county has many holdings with long
driving distance, however these holdings do not distin-
guish themselves as having many tenancy agreements.
Long driving distances is probably the result of rela-
tively many holdings operating agricultural area in the
mountains, for example, with relation to mountain
dairy farming.

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2.5. Drainage and reclamation

A fourth of the holdings had drained agricultural area
in the 5-year period of 1994-98. Altogether 229 000
decares of agricultural area were drained, equivalent to
2.2 per cent of agricultural area in use in 1999. There
were great variations among the counties. Relatively,
the area least drained was Eastern Norway and south-
wards, including Aust-Agder. There was slightly more
drainage done from Vest-Agder to Sogn og Fjordane,
while most drainage was done from Mgre og Romsdal
northwards. These county variations might be due to
subsidies given to certain counties in parts of the pe-
riod of time referred to here.

In the 1989 census, information on drainage was not
gathered as in the 1979 census. In the five-year period
at the end of the 70’s about 555 000 decares were
drained. In the 1970’s, subsidies for drainage were
awarded in the entire country.

From the 1970’s and 80's to the 90’s, the extent of
reclamation showed a substantial decline. During the
5-year period of 1994-1998, 95 000 decares of agricul-
tural area were fully cultivated, a yearly average of

19 000 decares. In the 70’s and 80’s the yearly average
was approximately 50 000 decares. An important rea-
son for this great decline in cultivation is probably the
lapse of subsidies. Another factor could be increased
access to land for rent.
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In addition to fully cultivated area, surface cultivation
of agricultural area was also registered as well as clear-
ing of infield pasturelands in the 5-year period of
1994-1998. Clearing of infield pasturelands comprised
37 000 decares while surface cultivated agricultural
area comprised barely 5 000 decares. Rogaland is de-
cidedly the largest county as regards cultivation and
clearing of pastures, with respectively 17.5 per cent of
fully cultivated area and 16 per cent of cleared infield
pasturelands in the country.

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3. Agriculture

The 1999 Agricultural Census mainly comprises hold-
ings with at least 5 decares of agricultural area in use.
In addition, the census includes holdings with less than
5 decares of agricultural area on condition that they
had livestock and/or horticulture area above certain
limits. The table below shows agricultural area and its
use at holdings operating 1-4 decares of agricultural
area. "Other area" here mostly refers to greenhouse
area. Areas with greenhouses, field-grown vegetables,
fruit, berries and nurseries will be discussed in more
detail in the chapter on horticulture.

3.1. Holdings

In 1999, there was a total of 70 011 holdings operating
at least 5 decares of agricultural area. Average agricul-
tural area per holding increased from 100 decares in
1989 to 148 decares in 1999. Average size varied from
85 decares in Hordaland county to 235 decares in
Akershus and Oslo.

The number of holdings with less than 50 decares of
agricultural area has been declining in every census
since 1949. From 1989 to 1999, this figure fell by 63
per cent. These holdings operate a continuously de-
creasing proportion of agricultural area. In 1989 and
1999 this proportion was respectively 9 and 4 per cent
of total area in use. There are variations among the
counties; for example, in 1999 this area constituted 1.6
per cent in Akershus and Oslo while it was 10.5 per
cent in Aust-Agder.

The number of holdings with 50-99 decares of agricul-
tural area remained stable until the beginning of the
1970’s but has shown much decline in subsequent
years. From 1989 till 1999 this group was reduced by
one third. In the area group 100-199 decares, the
number of holdings decreased by 3 000, or 12 per cent,
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during the last decade. The 1990’s is the first decade to
show a decline for this group.

On the contrary, holdings operating at least 200 de-
cares increased by over 5 000 in the past decade, and
these holdings represented almost 25 per cent of all
holdings in 1999, versus 12 per cent in 1989. Holdings
with at least 200 decares had altogether 53 per cent of
agricultural area in use in 1999.

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3.2. Agricultural area

In Norway there was barely 10.4 mill decares of agri-
cultural area in use in 1999, an increase of 71 000
decares or barely 5 per cent since 1989.

When comparing results from the 1999 census with
previous censuses, one should be aware of changes in
the basis of data. This is discussed in more detail in
chapter 1.6 "Use of the tables". Nonetheless here are
some factors that are significant in assessing agricul-
tural area and individual crops:

e Information on the use of agricultural area is
mainly retrieved from applications for agricul-
tural production subsidies. The rules and regu-
lations for the subsidies will, to a certain de-
gree, influence how the applicants adapt op-
eration of the holding. Area subsidies per de-
care increased during the 1990’s. New require-
ments that had to be met were; spreading area
for animal manure and cattle are to have ac-
cess to pasture or free outdoor area. In most
cases it is, as a result, more profitable to have
much area in use at the time of registration.

Two conditions apply to the definition of agricultural
area:

e In the 1990’s it was possible to receive subsi-
dies for unfertilised fenced-in pasturing area,
so-called infield pasturelands. Previously the
requirement was for these areas to be fertil-
ised, and they were thus called fertilised pas-
ture. In previous censuses, fertilised pasture
was given together with natural meadows and
surface-cultivated meadows. The introduction
of infield pasturelands created some new agri-
cultural areas. Altogether the area of surface-

cultivated meadows and infield pasturelands
increased by 418 000 decares from 1989 till
1999. The most important reason for the rela-
tively great increase is not the inclusion of un-
fertilised pasturelands but increased area sub-
sidies which have made it profitable for hold-
ers to utilise much area and include all area in
applications, etc.

e In previous censuses, lawns and ornamental
gardens were to be included in agricultural
area. For example, lawns and ornamental gar-
dens constituted 46 000 decares in the 1989
Agricultural Census. In the 1999 Agricultural
Census, agricultural area is exclusive of lawns
and ornamental gardens at the holdings.

Further it should be noted that in 1999, area is not
given in decares with one decimal as in previous cen-
suses. Crops with area less than 1 decare are therefore
hardly counted in 1999. This is largely reflected in
figures for potatoes, field-grown vegetables, fruit and
berries and particularly in the number of holdings with
these crops.

3.3. Crops

The percentage of holdings with grain and oil-seeds
was reduced from 33 in 1989 to 31 per cent in 1999
while the area with such crops decreased by 5 per cent.
The area with oats decreased from 1 322 000 decares
to 913 000 decares, or by 31 per cent. There was an
increase in the area with other types of grain while oil-
seeds constituted just about as much area in 1999 as in
1989.

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The percentage of holdings with fully-cultivated mead-
ows increased from 71 per cent in 1989 to 79 per cent
in 1999. The area of fully-cultivated meadows, in-
creased simultaneously by 11 per cent. Of the total
area of meadows and pasture in 1999, fully-cultivated
meadows constituted 76 per cent. A considerable part
of the area of fully-cultivated meadows has not been
ploughed for a long time. The 1999 figures illustrate
that 21.5 per cent of fully-cultivated meadows are 10
years or older. 51 per cent of fully-cultivated meadows
is less than 5 years old.

3.4. Use of nitrogen and phosphorus from
commercial fertilisers
From 1988 till 1998, the average amount of nitrogen
from commerecial fertilisers for grain and oil-seeds in-
creased from 10.6 to 11.1 kg per decare. In the same
period, use of nitrogen in fully-cultivated meadows
decreased from 13.9 to 13.5 kg per decare. In 1998,
use of nitrogen in fully-cultivated meadows varied
from in average 9.5 kg per decare in Troms, to 17.4 kg
per decare in Rogaland.

Since 1988, the use of phosphorus has declined. This
decline has been greatest for fully-cultivated meadows
and slightly less for grain and oil-seeds. The use of
phosphorus decreased at the end of the 1980’s and at
the beginning of the 1990’s. Use of phosphorus is gen-
erally higher in counties of Eastern Norway than in
other counties in the country.

When applying for production subsidies, areas used for
various horticultural crops also had to be stated. Since
area was given in whole decares, some holdings actu-
ally had less than 1.0 decare of outdoor berries and
fruit trees and were therefore not obliged to fill in the
separate greenhouse and horticulture questionnaire.
Moreover there were a few holdings that fulfilled the
area requirements but had very weak production.
These were not considered as respondents.

The same condition applied for field-grown vegetables
as regards area given in whole decares in the applica-

tion form for production subsidy. Neither those with 1
decare nor all those with 2 decares were obliged to fill
in the horticulture questionnaire.

For the productions named above, the number of hor-
ticulture holdings, by application for production subsi-
dies, is slightly higher than the number of holdings
with the greenhouse and horticulture questionnaire.
The difference is approximately 200 holdings produc-
ing fruit, the same for holdings with outdoor berries
and 430 holdings with field-grown vegetables.

Among nurseries and greenhouse gardens several hold-
ings did not apply for production subsidies. Besides,
when applying for subsidies, nursery area is combined
with area of field-grown flowers. However, the latter is
non-significant. Consequently, the data on subsidies
does not provide unambiguous information about the
size of the nursery area among applicants.

4.1. Horticulture, total

There were altogether 5 105 horticulture holdings in
1999. This is a decrease of more than 2 000 holdings
or barely 29 per cent since 1989. When comparing to
1979 and 1989 it should be noted that nurseries were
not included in the two previous censuses and the ob-
ligation to respond for field-grown berries has been
slightly changed.

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4.2. Field-grown vegetables

In 1999 there were 1 680 holdings with field-grown
vegetables, versus 2 820 in 1989. The decline is par-
ticularly among holdings with less than 10 decares of
vegetables. In 1999, there were 550 holdings with less
than 10 decares while in 1989 there were 1 400.

Although the last 10-year period showed a decline in
the number of holdings with field-grown vegetables of
over 40 per cent, the area with vegetables increased by
7 per cent. As table swedes and table turnips were not
considered as field-grown vegetables in 1979, the area
given in 1979 is not wholly comparable with figures for
1989 and 1999.
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Carrot is the most widely cultivated vegetable in 1999.
Approximately 700 holdings cultivated altogether

13 000 decares of carrot. In 1979, barely 12 000
decares of respectively carrot and common cabbage
were cultivated. The area with carrot had a weak in-
crease until 1999, while the area with common cab-
bage has been more than halved. The area with cauli-
flower has also declined but one has to consider that
more than one yield may have been harvested from the
same area during one season. After "exploding" in the
1980’s the cultivation of "salad crops" continued to
increase in the 1990’s. In 1999 over 5 000 decares of
Chinese cabbage, iceberg lettuce and other lettuce
were cultivated. This represents an increase of 1 100
decares since 1989. Broccoli is another vegetable that
has shown much increase in the 1990’s.

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A few counties dominate fruit cultivation. In 1999,
Hordaland and Sogn og Fjordane had altogether 57 per
cent of the fruit tree area.

From 1989 to 1999 there has been a decline in the
area with apples, pears, plums and cherries, while the
area with morellos has increased. The decline in per-
centage has been very great for pears and cherries.

There were 1 650 holdings with fruit trees in 1999 and
of these, 1 380 cultivated apples. Almost all holdings
with apples cultivated medium-late or late apple varie-
ties, while 600 of the holdings also cultivated early
apples.

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Successive cropping of field-grown vegetables
In addition to area distribution as at 31 July, there was
registration of areas where the respondent planned to
harvest more than one yield during the growing season
in 1999. Two or sometimes three yields may be har-
vested for crops with short period of growth, in parts of
the country with long growing season. As in previous
censuses, Chinese cabbage was the crop that was most-
ly cultivated in areas with double yields. The number
of holdings with successive cropping was lower in 1999
than in 1989, however area used for successive crop-
ping had increased.

4.3. Fruit

In 1999 there were 27 000 decares with fruit trees.
This is 16 per cent less than in 1989 and 28 per cent
less than in 1979. There may be reason to believe that
some of the decline in 1979-1999 is because areas with
few trees pr decare have been taken out of production
or replanted more densely.

4.4. Field-grown berries

The area with field berries was altogether higher in
1999 than in the 1979 and 1989 censuses. The areas
with strawberries and raspberries have increased while
cultivation of black currants and other berries has
slightly decreased.

The area requirement limits for filing for cultivation of
field berries varied somewhat in 1979, 1989 and 1999.
In 1979, the minimum requirements were 50 shrubs of
black currants, red currants and/or gooseberries, 1.0
decare of strawberries and/or 1.0 decare of raspber-
ries. In 1989 the minimum requirements were 1.0 de-
care of strawberries, 1.0 decare of raspberries and/or
1.0 decare of black currants while the minimum re-
quirement in 1999 was altogether 1.0 decare of berries
(strawberries, raspberries, black currants or other berries).

The area with field strawberries increased by over 20
per cent from 1989 to 1999, while the number of hold-
ings with strawberries decreased by 26 per cent. In
1999, the most widespread strawberry variety was
Korona, with 57 per cent of the area for strawberries
producing yield. The Senga Sengana variety that cov-
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ered more than 70 per cent of the area in 1989 covered
only 21 per cent of the area for strawberries in 1999.

4.5. Greenhouses

In 1999 there were 957 holdings with greenhouses
(excluding nursery greenhouses). The number of
greenhouse holdings declined 25 per cent from 1989 to
1999 while the area with greenhouses only declined 2
per cent in the same time period. Of the total area with
greenhouses of 2 002 decares in 1999, 1 832 decares
had heating plants.

Sources of energy used for heating greenhouses, light,
etc., have changed greatly from previous censuses. In
1998 much more electricity was used than in 1978 and
1988 while use of all types of fuel oils had greatly de-
clined.

Of the greenhouse holdings, 950 holdings had produc-
tion in 1998. Of these, 325 produced only vegeta-
bles/berries. 482 produced only flowers/plants for
outdoor planting, while 143 holdings had both types of
production. There was no production registered for 7
of the holdings in 1998. A detailed comparison over
time of holdings with greenhouse production is diffi-
cult since the extent of culture is not the same. For
example, flowers for further culture in other market
gardens and plants for outdoor planting were not in-
cluded in 1989.

For flowering potted plants, decorative plants and
plants for outdoor planting, the number of plants for
further cultivation is clearly less than the number of
plants of finished products. The reason is that only
plants sold for further culture in other market gardens
were to be registered. "Semi-manufacture" plants were
also imported from abroad for further cultivation (See
definition of "further cultivation" and "finished prod-
ucts" in chapter 1.3).

Production of "semi-manufacture" vegetable plants

comprised the production of tomato and cucumber
plants and vegetable plants for field planting, mainly
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cauliflower, Chinese cabbage, common cabbage, table
swedes, leek and broccoli.

4.6. Nurseries

For the first time since 1969, nurseries were obliged to
respond. 223 nurseries of at least 1.0 decare of nursery
area were registered in 1999. Pure forest nurseries
were not included in the census. 77 of the nurseries
had greenhouses in addition to outdoor area.

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5. Livestock

For holdings obliged to respond to the 1999 census,
all categories of livestock specified in the census
questionnaire (application form for production sub-
sidy) were to be included. The response duty con-
nected to livestock farming was mainly the same as
in previous censuses, with the exception of fur-
bearing animal farms not obliged to respond. It
should also be noted that horse farms were neither
obliged to respond in 1989 nor in 1999. Horses and
fur-bearing animals were therefore only counted at
holdings with other production which obliged them
to respond.

The census date in the 1999 Agricultural Census was
31 July. The census date in 1989 was 1 June while
that of censuses before 1989 was 20 June. It is not
expected that a different census date is significant
when comparing livestock figures from the various
censuses.

When comparing results from 1999 with previous
censuses, one should be aware of the changes in the
basis of data. In 1999, information about livestock is
mostly retrieved from applications for production
subsidies. The regulations for subsidies will to a cer-
tain extent influence how the applicants adapt pro-
duction. In most cases, it would be profitable to have
much livestock at the time of registration.

For some domestic animals, the number of heads
may experience much variation during one year. For
example in rearing of laying hens, chickens and pigs
for slaughter, the whole batch is often renewed at
one time. In some cases the census date might be
between two batches and production might thus be
underreported. The effect of this in the statistics is
considered insignificant.

As at 31 July 1999, there were 51 000 holdings with
one or more types of livestock. The scope varies from
hobby-type livestock, for e.g. one horse, to great
numbers of livestock. 72 per cent of all holdings had
livestock in 1999 while the corresponding percentage
was 65 in 1989.

5.1. Cattle

From 1969 until 1999 the number of holdings with
cows, including beef cows, declined by 68 per cent.
From 1989 to 1999 the decline has only been 9 per
cent. However it is important to consider here that in
the last ten-year period there has been an increase in
the number of holdings with beef cows. 3 800 of
altogether 26 500 holdings with cows had only beef
cows in 1999. Separate information was not gath-
ered on beef cows and dairy cows in the 1989 cen-
sus. However in the applications for production sub-
sidies about 1 000 holdings had beef cows and not

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dairy cows. Prior to 1989, beef cows were even more
seldom. The number of cows declined from the 1969
census up to 1989, but increased up to 1999. The in-
crease in the last decade is due to the increase in the
number of beef cows. The number of beef cows has in-
creased from between 6 000 and 7 000 animals in 1989
to barely 37 000 animals in 1999. The number of dairy
cows decreased by about 21 000 in the ten-year period.

In 1999 there was an average of 13.8 dairy cows per
holding with dairy cows. Of all counties, Vestfold had the
highest average of 19.2 dairy cows per holding, while the
lowest figure was registered in Telemark with 10.2. In
Vestfold there were only 185 holdings left with dairy
cows in 1999. Rogaland had most dairy cow holdings
with 3 100, with an average of 16.9 dairy cows. Average
size of herd has shown relatively little change since the
early 1980’s. This must be seen in light of the fact that
dairy production in this period has been regulated by
quota.

In recent years, the number of joint operations with dairy
production has increased strongly. Joint operation is co-
operation whereby several farmers pool their dairy pro-
duction. In 1999, the main rule was for each member of
the joint operation to apply individually for production
subsidies for the agricultural area that was involved in
the joint operation and for any other livestock they had
outside of the joint operation. The joint operation itself
applied for subsidies for the dairy cows, other cattle and
livestock included in the joint operation. In the tables,
holdings with dairy cows or dairy goats operating less
than 5 decares of agricultural area are mainly joint op-
erations. In 1999 there were 375 joint operations with
dairy cows, with an average of 26.5 dairy cows.

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5.2. Sheep

The number of holdings with sheep fell 15 per cent
from 1989 till 1999, from 29 100 holdings to 24 750.
The number of sheep (including lambs) on the con-
trary, increased by 6.5 per cent and in 1999 there
were 2.32 million sheep in Norway versus 2.18 mil-
lion in 1989. Average full-grown sheep per holding
increased from 31 animals in 1989 to 42 in 1999.
Sheep are most widespread in the three Western
Norway counties, Rogaland, Hordaland and Sogn og
Fjordane. In 1999, 40 per cent of the flocks and 37.5
per cent of the animals were in these three counties.

5.3. Pigs

Both the number of breeding pigs and the number of
other pigs increased from 1969 to 1999, while the
number of holdings with pigs decreased strongly.
From 1989 to 1999 the number of holdings with pigs
declined 29 per cent to 5 900. At the same time, the
number of breeding pigs increased by 19 per cent
and the number of other pigs increased by 11 per
cent. Since 1975, pork and poultry production has
been subject to a law on the regulation of commer-
cial livestock, i.e. the rearing of pigs beyond a certain
extent requires a licence. In 1999 the limit for li-
cense-free operation was 70 breeding sows or maxi-
mum space for 450 pigs for slaughter, equivalent to
1 400 pigs for slaughter annually.

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5.4. Laying hens

As at 31 July 1999, there were 3.2 million laying
hens at about 4 100 holdings. Compared to 1989 this
represented a decline of barely 8 per cent in the
number of laying hens. Since 1989 there have been
fewer holdings with up to 3 000 laying hens. At the
same time, the number of holdings with more than
3 000 laying hens has increased about 70 per cent.
About 50 per cent of laying hens in 1999 were
reared at holdings with at least 3 000 laying hens,
versus 27 per cent in 1989.

The 1999 census also included some types of live-
stock, not presented in separate tables. This is partly
due to small-scale operation (deers, ostriches, lla-
mas, alpacas and donkeys) and partly because a
substantial part of the total production is not in-
cluded in the census (rabbits and fur animals). The
scope of what is included in the census is illustrated
in the table below.

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6. Farm buildings and
facilities/equipment in
the buildings

All buildings used in the operation or fit for use as
farm buildings without great costs were considered
farm buildings. A "stabbur" (storehouse) was to be
considered farm building if it was mainly used as
storage in relation to the farming. Farmhouses were
not to be considered as farm buildings. Dwellings for
the previous occupier, housing for employees, forest
cabins, accommodation at mountain pastures, ware-
houses, rental cabins, greenhouses, sheds for fur-
bearing animal, saw mills, etc. were not to be con-
sidered as farm buildings either.

6.1. Farm buildings

At respondent holdings for the 1999 Agricultural
Census, there were 131 300 farm buildings in usable
condition. On average there were 1.9 farm buildings
per holding. Aggregate base area was 28.9 million
m?. 10 100 farm buildings were either not used at all
or the greater part of the buildings concerned was
not in use. The base area of these buildings was 1.4
million m?, or barely 5 per cent of the total base area
of all farm buildings. About 52 per cent of the build-
ings had a base area of less than 200 m?, while 7 per
cent were 500 m? or more.

The base area of farm buildings built before 1950
constituted 42 per cent of aggregate base area, while
farm buildings built in 1990 or later constituted 8
per cent. About 21 500 or 16 per cent of all farm
buildings were either rebuilt or enlarged between
1990 and 1999. The base area of these buildings was
6,3 million m? or 22 per cent of aggregate base area
in 1999.

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In 1999 farm buildings used or built for livestock had a
total base area of 18.3 million m?, while buildings used
or built for other purposes constituted 10,3 million m?,
Of farm buildings for livestock, three-quarters of base
area represented buildings with storage for coarse forage.
Since 1989, the base area of farm buildings with room
for livestock and coarse forage storerooms has been re-
duced by 36 per cent. The base area of farm buildings
with rooms for livestock, but without coarse forage store-
rooms was more than doubled in the same period. The
base area of other farm buildings increased by 31 per
cent.

The relatively great changes for the two categories of
farm buildings for livestock might be because many of
the traditional farm buildings with cowsheds and barns
have been obsolete. Another reason might be that coarse
forage storages, like silos, are no longer fit for use. Other
buildings may have been rebuilt. Yet another reason
might be that the respondents did not include the coarse
forage storehouse if it was no longer in use. The propor-
tion of holdings with livestock fed on coarse forage, but
without coarse forage storehouses was about 6 per cent
in 1999. This could indicate that some holdings store all
coarse forage in round bales, for example.

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6.2. Machinery and equipment in the farm
buildings

About 14 400 holdings had a drying plant for grain.
Of these, almost 2 000, or 14 per cent had both cold-
air dryer and warm-air dryer. From 1989 till 1999,
the number of holdings with grain and oil-seeds and
grain dryers increased from 47 to 66 per cent. The
number of holdings with a drying plant for hay in-
creased in the last ten-year period by 3 200, and in
1999 there were 10 600 holdings with such a dryer.

In the 1999 census, for the first time, questions were
asked about emergency power generator and fire
alarm system. 13 per cent of all holdings had access
to an emergency power generator and 6 per cent of
holdings with livestock had an approved fire alarm
system in at least one of the farm buildings with
livestock.

In 1999, 27 500 holdings had cowsheds in use or fit
for dairy production. Of these, 4 800 holdings did
not have dairy cows. Of the 22 700 holdings with
dairy cows, 21 300 had stanchion barn and 1 600,
loose housing barn. Some few holdings had both
types of barns. In 1999, holdings rearing dairy cows
could accommodate a total of 423 400 cows. Of
these, 91 per cent were stanchion places and 9 per
cent were in loose housing barns. In comparison, the
holdings had 313 000 dairy cows as at 31 July 1999,

meaning they were utilising 74 per cent of capacity. The
capacity at holdings without dairy cows was 66 000
places.

Of 51 100 holdings with livestock, 60 per cent had stor-
age for slurry, 41 per cent had storage for solid dung and
19 per cent used built-up manure or deep litter. About 19
per cent of holdings had more than one type of storage
for fertiliser.

According to the rules and regulations on animal ma-
nure, as from 1 January 2000, storage capacity should be
minimum 8 months. Of the 30 600 holdings with storage
for slurry, 92 per cent had storage capacity of 8 months
or longer. For the 20 900 holdings with storage for solid
dung the corresponding proportion was 83 per cent.

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7. Machinery and
equipment

7.1. Four-wheeled tractors

In 1999, 67 800 or 96 per cent of all agricultural and
horticultural holdings had four-wheeled tractors. In
comparison, there were four-wheeled tractors at
respectively 72 and 87 per cent of the holdings in
1979 and 1989. An increasingly greater number of
tractors have four-wheel drive. In 1999 there were
altogether 134 300 four-wheeled tractors, 52 per
cent of these had four-wheel drive. In 1979 and 1989
the corresponding figures were 8 and 34 per cent.
Among the four-wheeled tractors made in 1990 or
later 96 per cent had four-wheel drive.

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Four-wheeled tractors used in agriculture are in-
creasingly larger. From 1989 to 1999 the number of
four-wheeled tractors with engine power of 80 hp
DIN or more increased from 14 500 to 30 200.
Among tractors made in 1990 or later, 59 per cent
had an engine power of 80 hp DIN or more.

7.2. Other machinery and equipment

In 1999 there were combine harvesters at 14 900
holdings. 18 per cent of the holdings were only part
owners of harvesters, while 82 per cent were sole
owner of their harvester. Average area of grain and
oil-seeds per harvester was 202 decares in 1979, 212
decares in 1989 and 242 decares in 1999. In com-
parison average area of grain and oil-seeds per hold-
ing was respectively 82 decares, 107 decares and
153 decares. Previously, trailed harvesters consti-
tuted part of the harvesters. Trailed harvesters have
not been sold for several years and the old harvesters
have gradually become obsolete. The new self-
propelled harvesters have a considerably greater
capacity than trailed harvesters in particular, and in

comparison to the old self-propelled harvesters. Of alto-
gether 13 800 combine harvesters in 1999, harvesters
that were 20 years or older and from the years 1980 to
1989 constituted about 44 per cent each, while only 12
per cent of harvesters were from 1990 or later.

In 1999 there were 33 800 holdings with 27 200 crop

sprayers available for their use. 21 per cent of the crop
sprayers were 20 years or older, 56 per cent were from
1980-1989, while 23 per cent were from 1990 or later.

7.3. Contracting services and machinery
pooling/exchange
Altogether 35 100 holdings, or about 50 per cent of the
holdings, hired machinery with operator during the last
12 months before the census date. Contracting services
were often done during packing and baling of straw or
other coarse forage (24 900 holdings), in reaping coarse
forage with a mower or flail forage harvester (11 600
holdings) or threshing with a combine harvester (7 100
holdings).

14 100 holdings, or 20 per cent of all holdings had con-
tracts to operate machinery for others in the last 12
months. Contracting out agricultural tractor with opera-
tor in forestry and other contracting services of agricul-
tural tractors with operators are included in these fig-
ures. These types of services may have been contracted
off the agricultural holdings. Other contracting services,
like snow clearing, is the most typical type of work re-
ferred to here (8 100 holdings). Next in succession are
pressing or packing of straw or other coarse forage,
coarse forage reaped by mower or flail forage harvester
and threshing with combine harvester.

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About 29 per cent of all holdings did non-
remunerative machinery pooling/work exchange
with other holdings during the last 12 months. In
addition to those registered as co-operating/
exchanging work, there was a number of holdings
that only had joint ownership of equipment with
other holdings. The number of holdings co-
operating, in one way or other, with other holdings
as regards machinery and equipment was thus
higher than indicated by the figure for machinery
pooling/exchange work. The most common types of
machinery pooling/work exchange were reaping of
coarse forage with mower or flail forage harvester
(6 900 holdings), seeding/planting (barely 6 000
holdings) and ploughing/harrowing (5 800 hold-
ings).

7.4. Irrigation system

In 1999, altogether 12 500 holdings had irrigation
installations. The agricultural area that could be
irrigated at these holdings constituted 1 344 000
decares, or 13 per cent of agricultural area in use. In
1989, 907 000 decares could be irrigated. Area that
can be irrigated thus increased by 48 per cent in the
10-year period.

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8. Education,
employment and
supplementary
industries

8.1. Education

In 1999, at 40 per cent of holdings with natural per-
son as holder, the holder and/or spouse/cohabitant
had agricultural education. In 1979 and 1989 the
corresponding per cents were 24 and 31 respectively.
In 1999, the most common types of agricultural edu-
cation were agronomist, agricultural technician or
other higher education. Four out of five with agricul-
tural education had such education while one out of
five had completed foundation course, certificate of
apprenticeship, or such.

The number of holdings where the holder and/or
spouse/cohabitant was an agronomist, technician or
had other higher agricultural education, increased
with the size of agricultural area in use, excluding
holdings with less than 5 decares of agricultural
area. The latter mainly applied to horticultural hold-
ings where many of the holders were probably edu-
cated as gardeners.

The 1999 Agricultural Census has been linked with
Statistics Norway’s register of people’s highest educa-
tion. In this linkage, information on spouse/cohabi-
tant is retrieved from official population registers.
From the responses given at the census question-
naires, the census covers about 55 800 holders with
spouse/ cohabitant. When information from official
registers are used, we have about 52 200 holders
with spouse/ cohabitant. Thus there were 3 600
cohabitants with no code registered for highest educa-
tion.

At 22 per cent of the holdings, the holder and/or
spouse/cohabitant had education at university or
college level. At 66 per cent of the holdings, highest
education completed was sixth-form college/vocatio-
nal training. 12 per cent of the holdings had neither
a holder nor spouse/cohabitant with education be-
yond compulsory primary/junior secondary school.

8.2. Labour input at the holdings

Aggregate labour input in agriculture and horticulture
from 1 August 1998 to 31 July 1999 was 151.4 mil-
lion man-hours. When converted to man-years, this
is equivalent to 80 800 man-years (1 man-year is
equal to 1 875 hours worked). Labour input is by
holders, spouses/cohabitants of holders, family
members, other regular or occasional help and self-
employed persons or firms. Labour input in supple-
mentary industries and forestry on the holding
comes in addition.

Holders and spouses/cohabitants worked 76 per cent
of labour input in agriculture and horticulture.
Breakdown of the remaining percentage was; 11 per
cent by family members and other permanent and
casual workers respectively and barely 2 per cent by
self-employed persons. Of the total labour input in
agriculture and horticulture, three quarters of the
work was done by men and one quarter by women.
Work done by the self-employed is not included
here. Average labour input per holding in agriculture
and horticulture was 2 141 man-hours.

In 1998-99, 88 per cent of altogether 125 800 hold-
ers and spouses/cohabitants worked at the holdings.
Forestry and supplementary industry is included
here. 37 900 holders and spouses/cohabitants
worked 1 500 hours or more at the holding. The
corresponding figure from the 1989 census was

8.3. Labour input off the holding for holders
and spouses/cohabitants
53 per cent of holders had work off the holding in
1998-99. Corresponding percentage for spouses/
cohabitants was 59. In 1988-1989 respectively 56
per cent of holders and 51 per cent of spouses/ co-
habitants had work off the holding. Average labour
input off the holding for holders with such work was
1 400 hours both in 1988-89 and in 1998-99. Figures
for spouses/cohabitants were respectively 1 100 and
1 300 hours.

8.4. Hiring of self-employed persons/firms
For the first time in an agricultural census, questions
were asked about agricultural and horticultural work
done by self-employed persons or firms. Between 1
August 1998 and 31 July 1999, this group carried
out 1 300 man-years at the holdings included in the
census. 39 per cent of this was related to ongoing
operation/production while the rest was for mainte-
nance of farm buildings, construction of new farm
buildings as well as drainage/reclamation.

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8.5. Supplementary industries

Supplementary industry is activity carried out by the
holder and/or spouse/cohabitant, utilising the hold-
ings’ area, buildings and/or machines. Supplemen-
tary industries must provide income and/or em-
ployment for the holder, spouse/cohabitant and/or
members of their family. Supplementary industry is
widely defined and thus encompasses activity requir-
ing great effort from the holder and business activity
normally requiring little effort. An example of the
latter is the leasing of agricultural area, leasing of
sites, etc.

Altogether 29 100 holdings or 41 per cent of the
holdings stated that they were engaged in supple-
mentary industry in 1999. The most widespread
supplementary industry was services contracted in-
volving tractors, harvesters, etc., carried out by al-
most half of the holdings. Next comes leasing of
agricultural area and hiring out of hunting or fishing
rights. In 1998-99, labour input in supplementary
industries constituted about 4 350 man-years. This
was equivalent to an average of 281 hours per hold-
ing with supplementary industry.

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9. Income, property, debt
and assessed taxes

Chapter 9 comprises information based on tax re-
turns and tax assessment of natural holders and their
spouses/cohabitants. Tax information is retrieved
from the Directorate of Taxes' registers on tax re-
turns and tax assessment of personal taxpayers. This
information is then joined with the data collected in
the 1999 Agricultural Census.

Of altogether 69 959 holders (natural persons),

69 910 were linked to the registers in question. Lack
of linkage might be because some holders are not
Norwegian citizens, while others might have
changed their personal identification number. In the
basis of data used in chapter 9, information about
cohabitants is retrieved from official population reg-
isters. In the other chapters, (excluding figures for
highest education of holder or spouse/cohabitant in
chapter 8) information on cohabitants is gathered
from the responses given at the census questionnaire.
The data gathered from census questionnaires indi-
cates that the census covers about 14 100 holders
without spouse/cohabitant. However, the official
registers comprised about 17 700 holders without
spouse/cohabitant. Consequently, the agricultural
census covers 3 600 more cohabitants than the num-
ber registered in official registers.

In addition to data from the tax return and tax as-
sessment, the code for highest completed education
is retrieved from Statistics Norway’s register of the
level of education in Norway. Here too, education
code is not given for 3 600 cohabitants.

Figures from the tax return gives an overview of
taxable income, tax allowances, asset items and
debts. The tax assessment provides, inter alia, other
information on assessed taxes and tax allowances as
well as a general view of income and property values
used for estimating taxes. Statistics Norway has
compiled annual tax return statistics since the in-
come year of 1993, however this information has not
been previously connected to agricultural statistics.
On the contrary tax assessment data has been util-
ised in agricultural statistics since 1968 and is annu-
ally published in the NOS (Norway Official Statistics)
Agricultural Statistics.

For holders (natural persons) operating their own
holding and participating in joint operations organ-
ised as a general partnership, figures for income and
assets include both figures for own holding and the
part of the joint operation (partner assessment).

In this chapter, information about various types of
income, debt, interest expense etc, does not only
comprise figures for agricultural activity but also all

information given by the individual taxpayer in the
tax return. Figures from the tax return and tax as-
sessment only cover taxable income. The amounts are
therefore determined by the tax regulations in force at
that time. All values connected to assets are tax as-
sessment values.

For definition of the main terms see chapter 1.3.
"Terms and variables".

In the data from the tax return, general income can
be negative if the sum of income allowance is greater
than gross income. Net assets can also be negative if
debt is greater than gross assets. The data from tax
assessment does not comprise negative values and
negative values for general income and net assets
were made equal to zero. As a result, total figures
and average figures for general income and net as-
sets may show discrepancies, when using figures
from the two sources.

In the tax assessment figures for pensionable income,
income from self-employment in agriculture is
summed up with self-employment income from for-
estry and fishing.

With the exception of tables 9.4 and 9.5, all the
tables in chapter 9 cover both holders and
spouses/cohabitants.

9.1. Income

In 1999 average gross income for holders was NOK
285 100. On average, income from employment
constituted more than income from self-employment
in agriculture, 39 and 33 per cent respectively. Not
unexpectedly, income from employment declines as
size of the holding increases, while income from self-
employment in agriculture increases.

Average gross income among spouses/cohabitants
was NOK 137 600, representing barely half of the
average gross income for holders. Income from em-
ployment is clearly greatest: 63 per cent, while in-
come from self-employment in agriculture is 17 per
cent.

In 1999 income from self-employment in agriculture
was on average NOK 116 700 per holding. As much
as 22 per cent of the holdings did not have positive
income from employment in agriculture. The propor-
tion of this group was particularly high for holdings
operating less than 100 decares of agricultural area
and for holdings where the holder was 70 years or
above. Income from employment in agriculture con-
stituted 90 per cent of total gross income for the
holder and spouse/cohabitant, at only 8 per cent of
the holdings.

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9.2. Property, debt and taxes

On average debt interest constituted NOK 40 400 per
holding. About 10 per cent of holdings with holders
(natural persons) did not have interest expenses,
while 8 per cent of the holdings had NOK 100 000 or
more of annual interest expenses. Interest expenses
were greatest at holdings operating less than 5 de-
cares of agricultural area, at holdings operating more
than 300 decares of agricultural area and at holdings
where the holder was below 50 years. The debt fig-
ures showed an average of NOK 641 600 per hold-
ing. Naturally, those holdings with high interest ex-
penses also had the greatest debt. 6 per cent of the
holdings were without debt, while 4 per cent had
debt over NOK 2 million.

The tax assessment value of agricultural property
was on average NOK 334 500. For counties this fig-
ure varied from NOK 198 000 in Aust-Agder to NOK
466 500 in Rogaland.

In 1999 there was an average estimated gross tax of
NOK 112 300 per holding. Of this, NOK 36 160 con-
stituted income and property tax to the municipality.
Total gross income and property tax to the munici-
pality was NOK 2 528 million. Net tax was altogether
NOK 7 492 million or NOK 107 200 per holding.

Steering marks (L) are used for machine reading of the questionnaires.

Explanation of some concepts used in the questionnaire

Holding: Farming operation including keeping livestock and horticulture. The holding shall include everything operated as a unit,
including rented agricultural area, and is independent of municipal boundaries.

Information shall also be given on the main questionnaire about productive forest area and other land areas owned by the holder(s)
and operated together with the holding.

The main holding: The part of the holding where the holder(s) lives and/or the main farm buildings are placed.

The main holding is identified with a unique main number (municipality no., land no., title no., lease no., and serial no.) For those
applying governmental production subsidies, the main holding corresponds to the agricultural property on which the application is
based.

Holder(s): The person(s) who is/are responsible for operating the holding.
Owner: The person(s) who hold(s) the registered deed to the main holding.
Tenant: The person(s) who rents/leases the main holding.

Agricultural area in use: Covers all deeded and rented agricultural area in use on the holding, including one-year fallow.
Agricultural area means cultivated land, surface-cultivated land and other infield pastureland.
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Area cultivated for arable crops: Land cultivated to the normal ploughing depth and can be renewed by ploughing.
Surface-cultivated land: Land which for the most part is cleared and evened on the surface to permit machine harvesting.

Other infield pastureland: Land used for pasture or harvested in another way because it cannot be machine harvested. At least
50 per cent of the area shall be covered by species of grass. The area shall be fenced in unless the area has natural boundaries such
as a river, lake, mountain etc.

Land rent: Applies to leasing or renting of additional land.

Supplementary industries: Activities that use the areas, buildings and/or machinery of the holding. A further requirement is that
the industry provides income and/or employment for the holder(s) and/or their family members.

Family members: Relatives in direct ascending or descending lineage and brother(s) and sister(s) of the holder(s).

Non-family labour regularly employed: Persons (outside family members) who have worked on the holding each week for all
or part of the year (e.g., the summer months) regardless of number of working hours per week. Also covers replacements employed
in replacement pools or groups.

Non-family labour not regularly employed: Persons who have carried out short-term tasks such as berry picking, rock picking
and forest planting.

Why the census is being conducted

In accordance with the Storting's autumn 1997 decision, a census of agriculture shall be held in 1999. The census is administered
by Statistics Norway.

The census will show the production basis in agriculture and provide operational, environmental and economic data. This applies
to both the situation at the time of the census and changes over time.

Local and central public administration, extension services, research institutions, agricultural organizations, etc. have an interest
in the results of the census. Norway is furthermore obligated to report agricultural statistics in accordance with international
treaties.

Where practical, Statistics Norway uses administrative data sources as replacement for collecting data on its own. The main
census questionnaire therefore does not include detailed questions about area use and number of livestock. This information is
obtained for most of the holdings from the Applications for Governmental Production Subsidies in Agriculture 31 July 1999.

Legal authority

The data are collected by Statistics Norway pursuant to Section 2-2 (1) of Act no. 54 of 16 June 1989 relating to Official Statistics
and Statistics Norway and the Ministry of Finance delegation letter of 13 February 1990. If you believe you are not obligated or
have legal authority to provide information, you can appeal the order within three weeks. The right of appeal does not apply to
the issue of whether the filing requirement is reasonable or necessary.

Under Section 2-3 of the Statistics Act you can be penalized for not providing information by the deadline.

The data are subject to the duty of confidentiality under Section 2-4 of the Statistics Act. Statistics Norway will use the
information to compile official statistics, and for statistical use in research and public planning. Use of collected data will take
place in accordance with requirements of the Data Inspectorate. The information will be stored and destroyed if necessary in a
secure way.

Conduction of the census

Statistics Norway sends questionnaires to persons who according to the Farm Register are registered as the reference person on
active holdings in agriculture.

The reference person shall fill in the questionnaire and send it to the agricultural administration in the municipality. The

agricultural administration will assist Statistics Norway with the census. The questionnaires are sent from the municipality to
Statistics Norway for further processing.

Not subject to filing requirement?

If farming operations have ceased or are of an extent that is below the filing requirements, the questionnaire is to be sent back to
the agricultural administration in the municipality with such notification.
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Deadline

The questionnaires are to be sent to the municipal agricultural administration by 20 August 1999. The
address of the agricultural administration is pre-printed on the back of the main questionnaire. Fold the questionnaire so that the
field is visible in the window of the reply envelope. The reply envelope is franked by Statistics Norway.

Free phone

A free phone number has been set up, 800 41 051, which will be manned until 20 August. Here you can get help to fill in the
questionnaire and answer other questions in connection with the census. The phone will be manned Monday to Friday from 8.00
to 16.00. The free phone line will be manned until 20.00 on Tuesdays and Thursdays from Tuesday 27 July to Thursday 19
August.

The person(s) responsible for operating the farm provide(s) the information. The questionnaire uses the term holder(s) for the
person(s) responsible for running the farm. On certain questions information is also provided for spouses/cohabitants, even
though the person is not actively involved in farming. Persons who have entered into a registered domestic partnership fill in the
questionnaire in the same way as married couples.

Spouses/cohabitants who each operate a holding shall as a rule fill in a joint questionnaire.

The part of the holding where the holder(s) live(s) and/or the main farm buildings are sited, is called the main holding.

Farm Register

The Farm Register forms the basis for advance filling out of name, address etc. The register covers all agricultural properties,
agricultural holdings and persons who are associated with these units as owners and/or holders. Holdings that applied for
production subsidies, delivered animals for slaughtering or delivered grain in 1998 are coded as active in the Farm Register. All
holdings coded as active in May 1999 will receive the main questionnaire.

Because of delays in updating the Farm Register, some of the holdings receiving census of agriculture questionnaires will not be

in operation today.

Which questionnaires shall be filled in?

The Census of Agriculture 1999 has 3 different questionnaires:

Questionnaire 1. Main Questionnaire
Everyone subject to the census shall fill in the questionnaire.

Questionnaire 2. Greenhouse and Horticultural Questionnaire

Everyone meeting at least one of the requirements in nos. 2-6 "Who must file", shall in addition fill in the Greenhouse and
Horticultural Questionnaire.
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The Greenhouse and Horticultural Questionnaire is not sent directly to the holder(s). Those who must file will be contacted by
the agricultural administration in the municipality in connection with the collection of information.

Questionnaire 3. Additional Questionnaire for holdings not applying for production subsidies

Everyone fulfilling one or more of the census conditions, but are not applying for governmental production subsidies on 31 July
1999 shall fill in an additional questionnaire together with the Main Questionnaire. The Additional Questionnaire contains
questions about the number of livestock and area in use. This questionnaire has been sent with the Main Questionnaire to
holders who did not apply for governmental production subsidies on either 31 July 1998 or 31 December 1998. The
questionnaire is also available by contacting Statistics Norway or the agricultural administration in the municipality.

Tenancy, common herds and common areas

In the case of renting and handover of a farm from one generation to the next, information about farm buildings, machinery and
equipment used in farming operations shall be given by the holder(s) regardless of ownership.

For co-operation production of cow or goat's milk, list the resources at the disposal of the common herd on the common herd
questionnaire, and those used by the individual participant on his or her questionnaire.

For co-ops only involved in plant production, where the participants do not have filing requirements for their agricultural
production outside the co-op, farm buildings, machinery and implements used by the co-op are listed on the co-op questionnaire.

The term common pasture means pasturing and care of animals during the grazing period. Participants in common pastures own
their own animals, but the pasture area can be jointly owned/rented. The area of the common pasture is distributed among the
participants and listed as owned or rented area.

Questionnaire 1. Main questionnaire

General information, property and areas

Information about the holder(s) — name, address etc.

The questionnaire has been filled in with name, address, etc. Check to see that the information is correct and complete. Correct
any errors or incomplete information by crossing out the information and entering the correct information in the correct field.

In the event of a change in holdership, change the information on the pre-filled in questionnaire or fill in a new questionnaire.

If a new (blank) questionnaire has to be filled in, it is important that the land and title number of the main holdings and the
national identity number of the holder(s) are written correctly. If the unit has an organization number, list it on the
questionnaire. The organization number can be found on VAT statements etc.

Single persons and married/cohabiting couples:

There is room for the names and national identity number of two holders. The national identity number of the reference person
must always be given.

If the reference person operates the holding together with brothers and sisters or family members, they shall not be listed as
holders even though they farm together. In such cases, the questionnaire shall be filled in in the name of the person who has the
main responsibility for the farm, and his/her spouse/cohabitant shall be listed. If responsibility is equally divided among sisters
and brothers, the oldest is regarded as the reference person.

Other holders:

Covers holders who are registered as general partnerships, joint-stock companies, foundations, institutions, estates etc., and
holdings operated by the state, county, municipality etc. The name of the enterprise is given in the rubric for the reference
person. List the organization number.

1. Tick whether the holder(s) is/are:

Single person, married/cohabiting couples (sole proprietorship):
Entered here are all holdings for which single persons or married couples are responsible for operating. Person who have
undivided possession of an estate should also tick this alternative.

Holdings farmed by several members of the same family tick single person if the joint operation is not registered as a general
partnership or joint-stock company. Family members means relatives in direct ascending or descending lineage and brother(s)
and sister(s).

General partnership (joint operation):
Covers holdings registered as general partnerships (ANS) or companies with divided responsibilities (DA).
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Other:
Covers holdings that are not sole proprietorships or general partnerships. This applies to holdings run by joint-stock companies,
the state, county, municipalities, institutions, foundations, estates etc.

2. Do(es) the holder(s) own the main holding?
As owner is regarded:

® Anyone who has a registered deed to the property, including surviving spouse with undivided possession of the estate

® Anyone who has bought the property at a forced sale confirmed by a court of execution and enforcement, even though the
buyer has yet to register the deed in his or her name

5. What year did the holder(s) receive the title to the main holding?
The question shall only be answered if the holder(s) own the main holding.

® For owners with deed, included surviving spouse with undivided possession of the estate, give the year when the registered
deed was issued for the main holding.

® For property purchased at a forced sale, give the year the court of execution and enforcement confirmed the auction
transaction.

9. Give the area owned by the holder(s). Decares

Covers the area in the municipality where the main holding lies and in other municipalities if applicable. Information shall be
given for all agricultural properties owned jointly or individually by the holder(s), and which are included in the holding.
Agricultural area that the holder(s) own(s) together with others, e.g. common pastures, are listed by the share owned of the
common pasture.

Area owned by the holder(s) in the municipality where the main holding lies, shall be listed in the left column. On pre-filled in
questionnaires, the name of the municipality will be written above this column.

Area which the holder(s) own(s) in other municipalities shall be listed in the right column. The areas shall be included in the
holding. Enter the municipality name or municipality number of the relevant municipalities. If the holder(s) own(s) area in more
than one municipality, enter the total of the areas in the right column.

Should the holder(s), alone or together with others, own(s) agricultural property not included in the holding, this area shall not
be given as owned area.

Area leased out for at least 20 years, shall not be included by owner, but by the person who leases the areas. Do not include
water areas. If you do not have information based on area measurement, give the area information according to your best
judgement.

Agricultural area covers cultivated land and surface-cultivated land that is in use, or which without extensive work can be taken
into use again as agricultural area. Other infield pastureland in use (pastures not fully cleared), are regarded as agricultural area.
Also include owned share of common agricultural area, e.g. common pasture.

Lawn, ornamental gardens, building sites, farmyards, roads etc. are listed as other area.

Productive forest area covers area which on average for a normal cycle can produce at least 0.1 m3 timber per decare and year
(H,, > 5), when the area is stocked with a type of tree that fits the local growing conditions. Please note that it is the production

capacity of the area that is to be used as a basis, regardless of current production and opportunities to harvest timber at present.
Area used to grow Christmas trees and decorative greenery is regarded as productive forest area.
Forest area with a production capacity of less than 0.1 m3 per decare, shall be listed as other area.

Other area covers all land area outside agricultural area and productive forest area. Areas covered by water are not included.
Area types which are to be listed as other area are bogs, bare rock, virgin and other mineral soil area. Other area also includes,
lawn, ornamental gardens, building sites, farmyards, roads, cleared right of ways, open ditches and channels, gravel pits etc.
Permanent campsites, sites for rental cabins and golf courses are also regarded as other area.

11. Agricultural area rented by the holder(s)

All rented agricultural area shall be included, regardless of whether remuneration is paid or not. Both leasing and renting of
additional land are regarded as agricultural rent. Areas leased for at least 20 years shall not be listed here but entered instead as
owned area.

12. Payment for rented agricultural area in 1999

Give the total payment for rented agricultural area, not the amount per decare. Any shares of lease/rent payments that concern
farm buildings, machinery, etc. shall not be included in the amount given. If the rent is paid with other than money, give the
estimated value of the remuneration.

14. Agricultural area in use, including rented area
Agricultural area in use covers all deeded and rented agricultural area in use on the holding. The holding's share of common
pasture and agricultural area idled as one-year fallow shall also be included. One-year fallow means all area of open fields where
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no crop will be harvested in 1999, but will according to plan be harvested next year. The reason the area is fallow can be
ditching, weed control, flood damage etc. Reclaimed area not brought into production, shall also be regarded as fallow.

Agricultural area in use shall correspond to the area said to be in use on the Application for Governmental Production Subsidies
31 July 1999. Those who are not applying production subsidies, shall provide information about the use of the agricultural area
on the Additional Questionnaire. This questionnaire was included in the questionnaires sent to the holder(s) who did not apply
for governmental production subsidies 31 July 1998 or 31 December 1998. The Additional Questionnaire may also be obtained
by contacting Statistics Norway or the agricultural administration in the municipality.

15. How many parcels and fields does the agricultural area consist of?

Parcel means agricultural area that is completely surrounded by area belonging to other properties. If public roads or railway
tracks divide a property into several parts, the parts as a main rule shall not be regarded as parcels.

A parcel consists of one or more fields.
Field means contiguous agricultural area bounded by a road, stream, forest etc.
Below are two examples for illustrating the filling in of the questions on parcels and plots.

Example 1 shows a holding that consists of the main holding [hovedbruket] and a rented property [leid teig]. The main holding's
parcel [teig] is divided by a road [vei] and stream [bekk], and consists of four fields [jordstykker]. The rented property is also
divided by the road and consists of two fields. The arrow indicates the distance from the farmyard on the main holding to the
field located the farthest away.

25-26. Meadow area divided into cultivated and surface-cultivated meadow and by age of meadow.

Area information concerns only cultivated and surface-cultivated meadow, and shall correspond with area information on the
Application for Governmental Production Subsidies 31 July 1999, or area information given on the Additional Questionnaire.
Area used for green fodder plants, including one-year rye grass, meadow seed and other infield pastureland, shall not be included
here.

Meadow, 0-1 year old: Covers area seeded in 1998 or until 31 July 1999. Areas ploughed and shall be seeded with meadow seed
are also entered.

Farm buildings

Included shall be all buildings in use as farm building or which are in such a condition that they may without great additional
cost be used again as farm buildings. Information about all farm buildings used in farming operations shall be given. A "stabbur"
(storehouse) is regarded as a farm building if it is primarily used as a storeroom in connection with farming. For farm buildings
owned/rented by two or more holders who each fill in the census questionnaire, the area of the buildings is divided
proportionally so that no information is given twice.

Farmhouses are not regarded as farm buildings and the same applies for the house in which the previous owners of the farm live,
employee housing, forest shelters, shelters at mountain dairy farms, fishermen's huts, rental cabins, greenhouses, sheds for fur-
bearing animals, sawmills etc.

If there are more than five farm buildings on the holding, give detailed information about the five buildings that are in use or
have the largest area.

30-31. Drying systems for grain and hay

Cold air dryer for grain also covers cold air dryers with supplementary heat, and drying or air silos with large drying capacity.
Systems that have both cold air dryers and hot air dryers are listed as two systems.

Drying systems for hay are covered systems where regular fresh air or heated air is blown through the hay.

Drying systems that can be used for drying both hay and grain (combined dryer) are listed as two systems.

36. Storing manure

If there are several storage facilities of the same type on the holding, give information about capacity of the dugnstead that has to
be emptied the most often.

Machinery and implements

The holder(s) list(s) the machinery and implements they use. If machinery and implements are owned together with others, the
individual owners list their shares. Machinery and implements rented or borrowed for a short time are not included.

39 - 40. Four-wheeled tractors

Fill in one line for each four-wheeled tractor the holder(s) use(s) alone or jointly with others. Transporters and similar special
tractors for agriculture shall also be included. The tractor's engine power shall be given in DIN. Engine power given in kW is
converted to hp DIN by multiplying the number of kW by 1.35.

Applies to all contracting work, hiring and machinery pooling/exchanging of machinery mainly used in agriculture and
horticulture.

Machinery pooling/exchange work where there is a certain amount of financial settlement because the participants have not
contributed equally to the cooperation, is also listed in question 48.

52. Water sources
By groundwater as water source is understood to be water pumped up from water-bearing layers in the ground.

If the water is taken, e.g., from dams or public water supply, tick the original water source (river, stream, lake, groundwater).

Education, supplementary industries, labour input

54. Agricultural education
Education information shall be given for spouses/cohabitants even though they do not participate in operating the farm.
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Agricultural education means courses with a duration of at least 5 months in agriculture, animal husbandry, horticulture or
forestry. Include correspondence courses equivalent to at least 5 months of technical college.

55-56. Supplementary industries - use of the holding's resources

A supplementary industry under the direction of the holder(s) means activities that use the holding's areas, buildings and/or
machinery. The supplementary industry must furthermore provide income and/or employment for the holder(s) and/or their
family members.

Business activities without direct connection to the holding, e.g., a shop that does not sell the farm's products, are not regarded as
supplementary industry in this connection.

The concept supplementary industry comprises many forms of business. A number of supplementary industries are listed on the
questionnaire, but there is also room for the holder(s) to list other supplementary industries. Below are examples of other
supplementary industries.

® Sale of own-produced agricultural products directly to consumer (farm shop etc.)
® Processing of agricultural products for sale (cheesemaking, curing meat etc.)

® New biological businesses, e.g., mushroom growing, sprout production etc.

®  Work of caring nature (treatment services)

¢ Riding school

The supplementary industries can in certain cases have a considerable extent. For some holders the supplementary industry may
be more important than farming, and it can be difficult to determine whether the business should be defined as a supplementary
industry.

57. Holder(s) labour input on and off the holding
Information shall be given about a spouse/cohabitant's work off the holding even though he/she does not participate in operating
the farm.

A man-year equals about 1 750 hours for employees in manufacturing and services. A half man-year is thus 875 hours.

Labour input on the holding:

Information on labour input is given according to best judgement. Give actual labour input instead of labour input based on
standard man-hours. It is natural to use the number of working days and average working hours per day as a base. In the course
of one year there are c. 300 workdays (including Saturdays) and c. 65 holidays. When calculating labour input in this way,
remember to deduct holiday, freetime, illness etc.

Labour input on new buildings and maintenance shall be included. Exchange work performed for others shall be entered as work
on own holding, while exchange work received shall not be entered.

Time spent on taking care of the lawn, ornamental garden etc. and housework shall not be included in the working hours.

Labour input in supplementary industries is entered in a separate rubric. See definition of supplementary industries under
question 55-56.

Work off the holding:
Add up the number of hours worked as employee or self-employed person off the holding. Give man-hours for both all-year work
and occasional/seasonal work.

For non-family not regularly employed, list the total man-hours for males and females. Labour input is divided into agriculture
and horticulture, forestry and supplementary industries. Give the number of males and females to whom the man-hour
information applies.

60-61. Hiring self-employed persons or firms to work in agriculture and horticulture on the holding
Agricultural and horticultural work for pay performed on an hourly basis or piecework by contractors, another farmer, craftsman
etc. shall be included here. For piecework it can be difficult to give an estimate of total man-hours, so use your judgement. Work
on farmhouse, other farm housing and other work not related to farming, shall not be included.

Note for instance that a neighbour farmer who is hired to operate machinery in connection with farming operations shall be
entered here. Any exchange work shall not be included here, cf. question 57.

Hired labour in the forest shall not be included.
